Aligned with the vision of NEP 2020, the program moves beyond traditional classroom learning to provide students with a platform to engage, debate, and lead through simulations of real-world governance and global forums.

What is iVision Youth Parliament?
iVision Youth Parliament is a comprehensive academic engagement program where students participate in structured simulations of:
· United Nations Committee – Global Climate & Sustainable Development Goals 
· Indian Parliament Committee – Youth & Nation Building 
· Telangana Vision 2047 Committee – State-level development priorities 
Through these platforms, students develop:
· Public speaking and articulation skills 
· Research and analytical thinking 
· Leadership and teamwork abilities 
· Civic awareness and policy understanding
